LOT COVERAGE

Lot Coverage is the amount of a property that can be covered by buildings,

calculated by taking the total footprint area of all buildings and dividing by

the size of the lot.

- When property that is 10,000 square feet has a house with an
attached garage and detached garden shed that have a total footprint
of 3700 square feet, the lot coverage is 37%.

- If aroof overhang (eave) is longer than 18 inches, that area will count
towards the Lot Coverage.

9. For lots <0.5-acre, then follow nearest R-4, R-6, or R-8 rules. If lot >0.5-acre,
then impervious surface limited to 10,000sf or 30% of property, whichever is
less.

18. Yard is any area that has landscaping, artificial turf, or decks <18” tall. Yard
does not include pervious concrete or accessory structures.

19. Lot coverage may be increased by 5% one time, if a covered outdoor living
space (area covered with a roof that is not fully enclosed) or an accessory
dwelling unit is built on site.
